Editorial Guidelines: fSDC Diary Project Blogs

Our policy is to keep intervention on blogging to a minimum and to let the blogs flow.

That said, we do not allow blogs in the Diary Project that are obscene, racist, disablist, libellous, contain personal attacks or otherwise break the law. In these circumstances we would ask bloggers whose blogs contain the above to leave the diary project as and when their blogs are brought to our attention.

We want to build a blog that focuses on great writing for its own sake. So we're open to blogs that carry the odd external review or link from elsewhere, within the general mix of an honest blog. However we would draw the line at blogs that focus primarily on advertising or promotion of a particular product.

To join the diary project, we ask our members to adhere to both our network's Editorial Guidelines and fsdc website Terms of Use.
If your blog persistently breaks any of our terms, we'll have to ask you to leave.

The quickest way to let us know about a problematic blog is to report it by emailing info@fsdc.org.uk. We look at every report as soon as we possibly can.
